I write to thank you and Neston Town Council for the donation of £1,600 to help fund our Fun Day at West 

Vale Park. The day was immensely successful, we had good weather and the event was extremely well 

attended by members of the local community. We received positive feedback that everyone thoroughly 

enjoyed the day and the varied activities that were on offer. Unfortunately, we had two activities that could 

not support the event as planned and the climbing wall had a technical issue and therefore had to cancel 

on the day. However, we did have one new activity this year that was very popular in the form of bouncy 

castle, bouncy assault course and bouncy helter-skelter. We also had live music from both a local ukulele 

band ’64 n,ukes’ and vintage singer ‘Fleur Smith’ something for all ages to listen to. 

Refreshments were provided by Falafel van, Chief Pizza, Ice cream van, Nisa pop up bar and cake stall 

selling donated cakes.  Local children’s author Martyn Harvey attended and was signed copies of his book 

and entertaining the children. We had other local stall holders including RSPB, Neston library, Ladies society 

and traditional stalls and activities such as tombola, raffle and coconut shy.
